TRAVELLING TO THE HULL COLLEGE CRAVEN PARK
STADIUM...

BY ROAD:

Follow the M62 (eastbound) to junction 38. Here the
M62 turns into the A63. Continue along the A63, under
the Humber bridge, over the Dalton Street Flyover, and
continue straight along the A63, continue from the A63
onto the A1033 Hedon Road passing Hull Prison on your
left. After 1/4 of a mile you will come to a roundabout,
go straight across and continue for approx. 1000 yards,
at the roundabout turn left onto Marfleet Lane. At the
next traffic light junction, you would turn right onto
Preston Road with the stadium half way down on the
right, however from the traffic light junction onto Preston
Road there will be road closures and diversions in place.

CAR PARKING

There is no parking at the venue, please use public city
centre car parks where possible and travel onward to the
stadium via public transport.

ACCESSIBLE CAR PARKING
Blue badge car parking is available at Aspire Academy
Car Park, Preston Road Hull, HU9 5DE

BY TAXI:
The taxi drop off point will be just before the road
closure at Marfleet Lane and Preston Road junction.

BY BUS:

Paragon Interchange is the city’s public transport
hub. More information regarding park and ride will be
available closer to the time of the event.

VENUE

IS THE CONCERT STANDING?

The pitch and golden circle are standing areas. The east
stand is a standing terrace. The west and north stands
are seated.

Please note in the seated areas people may stand around
you.

IS THE CONCERT OUTDOORS?
Yes. Please ensure you bring clothing appropriate to the
expected weather conditions.

IF IT RAINS, WILL THE CONCERT STILL GO AHEAD?
Yes, the concert will go ahead in the rain so please come
prepared. Concerts are only ever cancelled if the weather
conditions make it dangerous.

WHAT ARE THE TOILET FACILITIES?
All customers will have easy access to toilet facilities.
There will be accessible toilets located at the venue.

SECURITY

BAG POLICY

Bags larger than an A4 piece of paper are not permitted.
All bags are subject to a search so please avoid bringing
one where you can as this would speed up your entry to
the concert.

FOOD AND DRINK
Food and drink are not permitted however there are
food and drink concessions within the event.

1 sealed bottled water per person max 500ml is
permitted.

1 empty reusable bottle is permitted.
There will be free water re-fill stations at the venue.

If you have a medical condition, then a doctor’s note will
permit diet-specific food and drink only.

CAN | BRING AN UMBRELLA?
Umbrellas are not permitted.

CAN | BRING A CAMERA?
Any cameras that are deemed as “Professional” will be
confiscated until the end of the concert.

Allowed:
Non-Professional Recording Equipment (Point & Shoot
Cameras, Flip Video Cameras, etc.)

Not Allowed:

Professional Recording (Photo, Video, Audio) Equipment
(NO Detachable Zoom Lense, Tripods or Other
Commercial Equipment)

CHILD POLICY

Children under 5 years old are not permitted into the
stadium.

Under 11s not permitted on the pitch and must bring ear
protection.

Persons under 14 years of age must be accompanied by
an adult aged 18 or over.

No under 16s in Gold Circle standing.

TICKET LIMIT

A max of 8 tickets per person applies for seated tickets,
and a max of 8 tickets apply for Gold Circle and General
Admission Standing tickets. Tickets in excess of this will
be cancelled.

Resale only permitted on Ticketmaster.
Tickets purchased by businesses or traders will be
cancelled.

RE ADMITTANCE POLICY

Once you leave the venue you will not be allowed back
in.
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
